Forest, 40 miles north of Winnemucca on US-95

Cost: No course fee! Participants must provide own
transportation to Nevada Outdoor School office, gear, food, and
water adequate for a three day/two night backpacking course

Who: Anyone involved in the outdoors: formal and informal
educators, agency staff, and recreationists alike will benefit from
this course

Why take this course?: This course will stress experiential
learning and how Leave No Trace principles and ethics apply to

desert and canyon ecosystems. This course will increase your confidence and effectiveness in practicing and
teaching these important skills to others. Instruction will concentrate on incorporating low-impact techniques in your
own backcountry experiences and also being able to communicate LNT skills to a broader audience. This course will
make you ask complex questions about your own values and how they align with the future of the areas you love.
The dialogue will be fun, stimulating, and participants will come away with a new way of seeing the places they live
and recreate in. Upon completion of the course participants will be considered Leave No Trace Trainers at the
national level with the Leave No Trace Center for Outdoor Ethics.

Description: This course is a three-day, two- QLJKW :RDQEDWFNSDFNLQJ FRXUVH GHVLJQHG WR
understanding of Leave No Trace practices and ethics. Once a route is decided upon, more details will be provided.

We can expect to be met by pleasant temperatures with highs in the 90s and lows in the 50s. Each participant will

pick one principle to teach a 20 minute module on.

Gear: Food for two meals on Friday, three on Saturday, and two on Sunday. Water (at least 1 gallon per/person per/
day) for a three day backpacking trip. Backpack to carry gear. Tent, sleeping bag, and sleeping pad. Clothes and
hiking boots that are desert appropriate. Cooking gear, place setting and utensils. Headlamp and/or flashlight.
